The Vineyard of the Year ritle has been
awarded since 1996, with the previous win-
ners including French, Californian, Spanish,
South African, Italian, Mexican and Chilean
vineyards and last year for the first time a
Hungarian vineyard.

The Vylyan Vineyard currently runs an area
of 125 hecrares and its many excellent quality
wines have won a string of high-ranking for-
eign and domestic wine competitions.

Their 2006 Pinot noir and Syrah wines
won this year’s Decanter World Wine Awards’
silver medal. The 2007 Montenuovo, one of
the new products of the spring, and the Pil-
lang6 2006 were both classed as prime wines
in the 10th Pannon Bormustra. At the same
time, the 2006 Mandolis Villinyi Caberner
won a silver medal at the 10th V. inAgora
Wine Competition.
